An extra amount of time to post Reports late by up to three days is given due to the fact that the Company Report goes in on Wednesdays.  First Lieutenant Jarvis, Adam was ICS'd for his billet and has full knowledge that the billet requires him to submit a weekly Platoon Report on time per orders of the Company Staff and above.  First Lieutenant Jarvis Adam has also been a Platoon Leader for an ongoing period of seven month in 2/C/1-7 since February 16th, 2014 and in 2/B/1-7 since July 22nd 2014 not including any LoA's through those seven months..  This further supports the First Lieutenants willful knowledge of his duties and failure to do them.

When First Lieutenant Jarvis, Adam became a Platoon Leader for 2/B/1-7,  he agreed to the commitment the duties and conditions outlined in his ICS and by his Company staff.
