	8 SUMMARY OF INFRACTIONS: 892. ART. 92. FAILURE TO OBEY ORDER OR REGULATION 
Any person subject to this chapter who-- 
(1) violates or fails to obey any lawful general order or regulation; 

Failure to follow chain of command, multiple counts, 1: PFC.Lowe upon finding out he was not selected as a DI, immediately went to 1LT.Osok to inquire why he was not excepted.  2: Not waiting for his section leader, SSG.Belly, to respond about false accusations against SPC.OneClip, and jumping to SSG.Turboquattro to file an official complaint.  3: Asking several other officers about DI position and his false complaints against SPC.OneClip

907. ART. 107. FALSE STATEMENTS 
Any person subject to this chapter who, with intent to deceive, signs any false record, return, regulation, order, or other official document, knowing it to be false, or makes any other false official statement knowing it to be false, shall be punished as a court-martial may direct. 

1: Submitting false accusations and complaints against SPC.OneClip.

931. ART. 131. PERJURY 
Any person subject to this chapter who in a judicial proceeding or in a course of justice willfully and corruptly-- 
(1) upon a lawful oath or in a form allowed by law to be substituted for an oath, gives any false testimony material to the issue or matter of inquiry; or 
(2) in any declaration, certificate, verification, or statement under penalty or perjury as permitted under section 1746 of title 28, United States Code, subscribes any false statement material to the issue or matter of inquiry; 
is guilty of perjury and shall be punished as a court-martial may direct. 

1: Lying during questioning about his behavior as a participant in 3 bootcamps where he was kicked out due to his behavior.  PFC.Lowe lied and said he was never removed from any BC's.  


	9 TAKENRECOMMENDED ACTION AGAINST TROOPER: I recommend this trooper be giving an Article 15 and Dishonorably Discharged as his behavior and attitude are unbecoming of a 7th Cavalry member.  After repeated attempts by several troopers, NCO's, and CO's he has refused to act maturely and adapt to the environment of the 7th Cavalry.  This trooper is 14 years old and proves why we normally only except 16yr+.
